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Using the stories from Ezra and Nehemiah, we have been uncovering 4 tactics the 
enemy uses to hinder us from our mission, and to stop kingdom growth.  Satan 
wants to: (1) render us useless in the kingdom, (2) rob us of God’s goodness and 
fruit of the Spirit, (3) separate us from God and others, and (4) stop kingdom 
growth.  However, we have been given authority through Christ to overcome all 
the power of the enemy. The One who lives in us is greater than the one who is in 
the world!  You will overcome!
