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When we turn on a faucet or yield a hose, we aren’t the source of the water nor are we the 
water.  But we are the means by which the water flows out and we determine if or where it 
goes.  We are the conduit of God’s love to the world.  We aren’t the source of God’s love and we 
aren’t God’s love ourselves but the way God’s love FLOWS OUT to the world is through his 
people.  That’d be you.  Over the next several weeks we will look at what we can do to allow 
God’s love to OUTFLOW through us as we learn how to live in an out-focused way in a self-
focused world.
